“Things like the United States Post Office Department 
producing its first picture postcards and a commemorative stamp set, the birth of Cracker 
Jacks, Aunt Jemima pancake mix, Cream of Wheat, Quaker Oats, Shredded Wheat, Juicy 
Fruit gum, the Farris Wheel, H.J. Heinz first exhibited his products at a booth, and Pabst beer 
won a blue ribbon at the fair. That’s quite a list.”  
 
The Chicago Postcard Museum is a privately endowed, independent organization devoted to 
collecting and presenting Chicago history through picture postcard imagery and 
correspondence. The virtual Museum displays collections of rare, antique, vintage and 
contemporary Chicago postcards.
